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Revision of ITC Bylaws and Standing Rules

Rei Kobayashi, Member of Bylaws and Resolution Committee

At the 61th Annual Convention in the Bahamas, Proposed Bylaws Revision which had been previously noticed
to member clubs was not considered but the Substitute, which had been developed and submitted by Land
O'Lakes Region members, was considered and amended. After consideration by seriatim, the whole of the
Substitute was put to vote and adapted by the assembly.  New ITC Bylaws will be found on ITC or Japan
Region Webpage.

Followings are some of Articles which have been changed this time :

ARTICLEV Membership (Effective August 1, 2003)
SECTION A. Classes of members shall be: 1. Member 2. Member-at-large 3. Life Member
4. Honorary Member 5. Associate Member

SECTION D. Life Member.

I. Life membership shall be granted to : (1) past international presidents. (2) active members upon
completion of twenty years membership and payment of five hundred dollars to the ITC general fund.

2. Life members shall pay 1/2 ITC dues with the proviso that life members prior to 2002 shall not pay ITC
dues.
ARTICLE VII  Fiscal Year and Revenue (Effective August 1, 2003)

SECTION B  Dues. The annual par capita dues shall be sixty-five dollars, non-refundable,
non-transferable, payable on or before August 1 of each year. Dues shall increase 3% biennially, rounded to the
nearest USS. ............

SECTION C Magazine. A subscription for mailing of a printed copy of the magazine will be
available from ITC Headquarters at a cost of fifteen dollors per year.

ARTICLE VIII Officers (Effective August 1, 2003 )

SECTION A. Elected Officers. The elected officers of ITC shall be a president,
president-elect, and four division vice-presidents. All officers shall serve for two years.
ARTICLE X Biennial Convention and Optional Division Conference (Effective Aug.1, 2003)

SECTION A. Purpose. The member clubs of ITC shall hold a biennial convention for the purpose of
electing officers, receiving reports, providing educational sessions, holding contests, and conducting any other
business that may arise.

SECTION G. Optional Division Conference. In the alternating years between conventions, each division
may hold a biennial conference. The date and site shall be set by division vice-president and the hosting region.
ARTICLE XV Regions

SECTION F. Conference. Clubs of a region may hold an annual conference. Each club shall be entitled to
one accredited delegate carrying one vote.... (No change has been made.)

ARTICLE XVI Optional Council Level This level at the option of the member clubs.
