69 years have passed since I'TC was established in the United States in 1938 and 58 years
have passed since the first ITC club in Japan started in 1949. Here in Japan, ITC has been
continuing its activities for over half a century.

In the news from the Japan Region boardroom No.1, I have asked you to send the action
plans to vitalize the Japan Region. I am looking forward to receiving many plans.

The 26" Japan Region’s theme is “Renew and Revive”.

This is the theme which ITC President Mary Marshall has chosen. And, she has asked all
Regions, Councils and Clubs around the world to adopt the same theme to focus the power
of every member. Each Region, Council and Club might take different stances in adopting
this theme.

Amendments to ITC Bylaws and Standing Rules N
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Mikiko Kuzuya, Bylaws and Resolutions Committee Chairman

At the 64" ITC Annual Convention in Brisbane, the Amendments numbered 1~8 were adopted or
adopted as amended. And, the amendment 9 was withdrawn.
We ask you to check and confirm the newest I'TC Bylaws on ITC or Japan Region website.

Amendment 1 Standing Rule 5
Inserting new Standing Rule 5 and renumber accordingly.
9. DUES. The annual per capita dues shall be ninety (90) New Zealand Dollars. Dues
shall increase 3% biennially, rounded to the nearest New Zealand Dollar. The ITC
Board may, by a two thirds (2/3) vote, suspend the increase for a specified time. On
joining the organization, members shall pay dues on a pro rata basis (calculated
monthly), from the month application is made to the club, to the end of that fiscal
ear.

Amendment 2 Article 7.2 Dues
Substitution.
7.2. Dues. The annual per capita dues shall be the amount set forth in the standing
rules, non-refundable, nontransferable, and payable on or before August 1 of each
year. Dues shall be delinquent August 14, and any club may be deemed to have
abandoned its rights under its charter by reason of such delinquency at the discretion
of the ITC Board.

Amendment 3 Article 8.1 Elected Officers
Inserting “secretary” between president-elect, and four division vice-presidents.
8.1. Elected Officers. The elected officers of ITC shall be a president, president-elect,
secretary and four division vice-presidents.

Amendment 4 Article 8.2 Duties of Elected Officers
Inserting a new article 8.2.3. And renumber accordingly.
8.2.3 Secretary. The secretary shall:
8.2.3.a. keep minutes of the proceedings of the ITC Board and the convention.
8.2.3.b. compile the board report which shall be the official biennial record of the
organization to be read at convention and posted on the members-only section of the
ITC website.

Amendment 5 Article 9.3.3 Elections
Substitution.
9.3.3 The president, president-elect and secretary shall not serve consecutive terms in
the same office.

Amendment 6 Article 9.5 Requirements for Officers
Inserting a new article 9.5.4.
9.5.2 The president shall have served at least two (2) terms on the ITC Board.
9.5.3 The president-elect shall have served at least one (1) term on the ITC Board.
9.5.4 The secretary shall have served at least one (1) term on the ITC Board.
9.5.5 The division vice-presidents shall reside in the divisions they represent unless at
time of election there is no nominee from a division.

Amendment 7 Artlcle 13.4.6 Standmg Commlttees Bylaws and Resolutions
Striking out “ITC Board” and inserting “ITC secretary and parliamentarian”.
13.4.6 Review with the ITC secretary and parliamentarian the adopted amendments,
designated as mandatory, to be incorporated into the next issue of the sample bylaws
for all levels.

Amendment 8 Article 17.4 Membership
Inserting “members of clubs-at-large” between “its boundaries” and “and members at
large”.
17.4 Membership. Each council shall be composed of all clubs within its boundaries,
members of clubs-at-large, and members at large, upon payment of council dues.
