President Carol Preiss shared lots of “DID YOU KNOW"s at the Hawaii Convention as this is the
75" anniversary of ITC. In 1941, the San Francisco club, charter number 1, folded because of WWII.
In 1957, the Bangkok club in Thailand was chartered along with clubs in Casablanca, Morocco,
Puerto Rico and the Philippines - they all no longer exist. In 1973, recruitment of male members
was encouraged. In 1989, the first club in China was chartered one week prior to the Tiananmen
incident - this club also no longer exists. In 1994, the structure was changed from six divisions to
four. In 2005, the first Biennial Convention was held in Baltimore, Maryland.

As for ITC Board members, we have different languages and ways of thinking, but our aim is the
same; to increase membership. We have made “THE RIGHT CHOICE” in confidently selecting ITC
so that we can recruit new members. We are eager to make the world better through our activities.
