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Activities, Funds, and Auditing of Japan Region
Seiko Toda, Chairman of Audit Committee
The principles of accounting of any enterprise or organization are to collect funds for operation, to allocate
reasonable disbursements, and to keep disbursements appropriate.
Accurate recording of all the revenues and expenditures is the first priority of accounting. The auditor’s
duty is to audit the accounts on behalf of the members of the organization.

1. Accounts should be open to the public. We must understand that sound accounting is indispensable to
sound operation of an organization. The treasurer is required to know the activities of the organization,
and to keep an accurate report of monetary movements as well as the funds so that an ordinary member
may easily understand them.

2. Beitalarge enterprise, or a private company, or a nonprofit educational organization like ITC, accounting
is basically the same. Items in disbursements, which stand for identity of the organization, are different
from organization to organization. For example, “Installation” and “Speech Contest” are the prime items
of expenditures in our organization.

3. The treasurer, who is the custodian of the members’ money, has a duty, when an expenditure is quite large,
to obtain estimates before selecting and deciding the business dealer.

4. A monthly file of bills, bills of parcels, and receipts is essential. However small the sum may be, without
the receipt, a bill is to be judged groundless.

5. The treasurer must always provide an answer to any inquiry from a member. She has to keep accounts in
order and to take charge of the funds.

6. Another duty of the treasurer is to submit a monthly report to the board meeting. Each member is, there-
fore, requested to cooperate with the treasurer by handing in bills regularly every month.

The audit Committee urges you, members, to understand these operations. Accounting ought tobe simple.
Atclubs, a considerably large sum of balance forwarded from previous years may be set aside for some spe-
cial occasions; yet the money is under the club treasurer’s management.

Some councils hand over surplus money of one council meeting directly to the coordinator of the next
council meeting. However, at the end of the fiscal year, the balance must beretumedto the council treasurer’s
account. These transactions imply that the club/council treasurer is THE one who is responsible for the entire
accounting of that particular group.

Atthe regional level, a new system was started this term where we have a general account, ITC Japan Of-
fice Account, Fund Account and ITC Special Account. All of this accounting should be managed by onc
treasurer.

Finally the Audit Committee asks your proper participation in the above mentioned activities. Then audit-
ing would be easy and the Committee would give the final signature and seal impression quite readily. In
other words, by so doing, the Audit Committee proves the correctness of the accounting and assumes respon-
sibility thereafter.

We are pleased to report that, in the five years since the Oral Reading Committee of the Japan Region embarked on
its Long-Term Plan titled * Active Community Service by 1990,” the Tokyo, Nagoya, Hanshin, Sanyo and Sanin clubs
have continued to grow and develop. The contents of our study have progressed from the basics of pronunciation and
voice training to more complex topics including methods of expression and tape-making techniques. As students
progress in their studies, their tapes and oral readings provide other students with beneficial materials through which
they can see, and of course hear, firsthand how effective the ITC training method of instruction and practice really is,
further fueling their motivation.

Although one cannot quickly reach a level of Oral Reading expertise through repeated practice alone, each group is
devoting its utmost efforts and energies to building up a wealth of experience with the hope of being able to offer
society, in particular the local communities that have given them so much, some beneficial service.

Here are some examples of the recent efforts of Japan Region groups. Members of the Nagoya group take tums visit-
ing the Tojukai Hospital, a facility specializing in medical care for the elderly. For three years they have brought folk
tales, children’s stories, historical tales, religious stories and chants, and materials from various other fields to residents
at Tojukai. In the Hanshin area, members of one group are also participants in the Oral Reading service group “Group
Ashibue,” and have placed taped materials in the Tape Corner of the Ashiya City Public Library.

Another group has brought the magic of travel to bedridden elderly by presenting them with tapes of Matsuo Basho's
famous poetical journey, *‘Oku no Hosomichi.” After listening, one grateful recipient happily commented, *It was just
like taking a journey myself!” And members living in Kyoto, in order to be of service to the “Kyoto Lighthouse” or-
ganization, are planning to take the relevant authorization examination. With various skills being tested, including ac-
cent and the proper reading of the Chinese “kanji” characters used in Japanese, the Kyoto members know that the test
won’t be easy and that perhaps they won’t be able to pass on their first try, but all of them are looking forward to the at-
tempt.

As you can see, our members are actively working to be of better service. But try as we may, there are still limits to
our knowledge, and so we would like to take this opportunity to ask everyone to take a look around your neighborhood,
and to ask friends and acquaintances, with an eye to identifying facilities that might find our services useful. Please con-
tact a member of the Oral Reading Committee if you have any ideas or information. Groups in each area are encouraged
to cooperate with the hopes of making further progress and staying well-informed.

@ Panel Discussion

Prior to the VTR, each panelist briefly pointed
out the focal point. All participating members
watched the VIR and started the discussion. 5
minutes was given to each panelist for the presenta-
tion of their views on the VTR, which was followed
by a question and answer period presided over by
the moderator. There were many questions from the
floor, and discussion proceeded quite lively. The
reason why we selected such a broad and new area
as “Modern Rhetoric” even in the academic field is
that we felt the need to study modern rhetoric from
the stand point of both speakers and listeners. What
do you think the following unfamiliar sentence
means? “A method of persuasion should be
employed by the speaker with every possible
means for the purpose of making the speaker’s
ideas understood by the listener.” This is what
modernrhetoricis aiming at. With the development
of mass media in this modern age, we are exposed
to an overwhelming amount of information.

Council No. 7

We Enjoyed Debate
Shizuko Fukazawa, 1st Vice-President

We, Council No. 7, held workshops many times
at our regular meetings because we had many
newly-joined clubs. At our first regular meeting
(Oct. 24, 1988), we held the following five
workshops: (1) Parliamentary Procedure (2) Effec-
tive Listening, (3) Story telling, (4) Protocol and
Hospitality, and (S) Debate.

There were many responses to the debate; there-
fore it was taken up at each club’s education time.
Then, we actually had a debate program at our third
regular meeting (April 20, 1989).

One title was “The Year-end Gift (Oseibo)
Should Be Abolished.” Three Yonago Club mem-
bers (affirmative side) debated with three
Kurayoshi Club members (negative side). The af-
firmative side also referred to the “Recruit Prob-
lem” which had often appeared in newspapers at
that time. They insisted that the year-end gift and
also the mid-year gift (Ochugen) should be
abolished, based on their questionaire. The nega-
tive side explained that the historical background of
these gifts originated in China and then came to
Japan. They refuted the argument, insisting that it is
a social custom and also a means of expressing our
feelings.
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The other title was “Disposable Goods Should
Be Abolished.” Three Matsue Club members (af-
firmative side) debated with three Tottori Club
members (negative side). The affirmative side in-
sisted that disposable goods should be abolished.
They worried about the present social situation be-
cause of the increased usage of disposable goods,
which are convenient. They also worried about en-
vironmental population caused by using them. The
negative side isisted that sanitary items for women
are indispensable and that paper diapers for bedrid-
den old-people are indispensable, too. They refuted
the affirmative argument by showing figures that
the disposable goods could be converted into ther-
mal energy and recycled.
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The Year I Felt Intimate with Bylaws
Hiroko Fujimoto, Former Chairman of Council No. 2 Bylaws and Resolutions Committee

Before division of Council No. 2, considering it would become necessary to prepare a draft of the
bylaws of new Councils to be, the Bylaws Committee asked the Japan Region to translate the Standard
Council Bylaws into Japanese. The response was tremendously quick and beautiful, and the translation
was published. Of course, the Council No. 2 Bylaws were checked and studied and at the same time
compared with the translated Standard Council Bylaws, and many editorial changes were found made
through the years. The idea to revise our Bylaws become a fact, since the committee thought it would be
next to impossible to compare Council No. 2 Bylaws and the Standard Council Bylaws because in a few
years many changes will be necessary.

The Bylaws Committee prepared the proposed revision of the bylaws based on the Standard Council
Bylaws and prepared a form for proposed amendments to the revision of and submitted each club’s
Delegate to Council at the 1st regular Council Meeting. The study meeting of revision of the Bylaws
was held with the help of Board members and club members who wished to attend. Exchanging
members’ ideas and opinions beyond clubs brought a fruitful result on proposed amendments. Though
over 60 proposed amendments were received, no complicated work was left for the committee, since
each was perfectly written on the prepared form. Everything was carried out in time as the Bylaws
provided.

At the 2nd Regular Council Meeting, the revision was considered seriatim. The remaining items, as a
result of limitation of time, were brought into an adjourned meeting by adoption. There, all the clubs’
Delegates to Council attended and adopted the new Bylaws. Then the committee began publishing the
work. The new Bylaws were printed both in Japanese and English using a word processor. A copy was
sent to each member club for proofreading. At the same time, the committee received orders to make it n
convenient to prepare the copies of Bylaws before the 3rd Regular Council Meeting.

Since the Bylaws of Council No. 2 had to be in two languages, perfectly corresponding to each other,
the revision was studied word by word. Through this careful work, members gave some recommenda-
tions to change the original Standard Council Bylaws, and suggestions effective for the translations
stage, which were beyond the Council work. These recommendations and suggestions were sent to each
level, and some were accepted.

Each member seriously considered the revision, reflecting that the bylaws were the supreme authority
for the group, stating the rights.and duties of members, and they are never suspended or ignored like
Standing Rules. Thus, the revised Council No. 2 Bylaws are now in effect.
